Positioning Your Subwoofer

Although the unit may be placed almostanywhere in the room, even behind
the sofa or the TV set, we recommend thatitbe placed in front of the listener
and as central to the listening position as possible. The subwoofer should not
be operated within 450mm of a television set as the drive unit magnet may
distort the picture.

We suggest you position the subwoofer about 20cm (8 inches) from the
wall. A position close to the wall will enhance the bass; placing it across a
room corner will increase the bass further, possibly atthe expense of clarity.
Experiment with a variety of locations and sources before making a final
decision.

The drive unitand bass ports move a lot of air at high volume, so make sure
you do not place your subwoofer near surfaces or objects that may rattle.

There should be a mains outlet within easy reach.

Your system will perform best if there is a clear line of sight between the
subwoofer and the listening position.

The higher settings are for use with bookshelf loudspeakers, the lower settings
forlarge floorstanding models. If you choose too low a setting with small speakers, there will be a 'hole'in the bass response; too
high a setting with large speakers will resultin the upper bass becoming bloated.

AUTO SENSE SWITCH: In normal mode the subwooferis permanently on. This may resultin low level hum or noise if the rest of
the systemis switched off and the subwooleris left switched on.

When the system is notin use for extended periods, we suggest you switch off the subwoofer to protect it from switching noises.

LOUDSPEAKER SIZES: Many digital AV processors require you to specify the size of speakers in the various channels. These are
usually 'Large’ or 'Small'. We recommend that you set the centre and surround speakers to 'Small'. This will direct all the bass in the
system to the subwoofer and provide clean, deep and louder bass. Setthe 'Subwoofer’ option on the processorto 'On’ or 'Yes'".

Subwoofer Settings for Front Loudspeakers

Setlarge floorstanding loudspeakers to 'Large’ and the subwoofer setting to 55Hz. Smaller floorstanding loudspeakers may
be optionally setto 'Small'. In this case the subwoofer crossover setting should be 85Hz. If you find the bass excessive, set the
loudspeakerto 'Large’ and resume the 55Hz crossover setting.

Setbookshelf and stand mounted loudspeakers to 'Small'. If you are using a digital AV processor the subwoofer crossover setting
should be 85Hz.

SETTING LEVELS: (Read this together with your processor instructions.) Once the loudspeaker settings have been
finalised, putthe AV amplifier into its 'Test' mode. Adjust the levels until all channels are equally loud. You may
need to adjust the subwoofer outputlevel.

If, during a programme, you hear popping or thumping noises coming
from the subwoofer, immediately turn the AV processor's volume level down and then back off the LFE level. If this does not cure the
problem, back off the volume level at the subwoofer.

Low Pass Filter

The subwoofer crossover point should be sethaving regard to the size and low frequency extension of the main speakers. The role
of the subwoofer is to extend the bass response of the system, notto increase the overall bass level. If the loudspeakers are large
the crossover should be setlow, a value around 55Hz is a good place to start. With smaller speakers this can be increased, up to
85Hz for the small bookshelf units. As always the final value is determined by listening.

Low-level Listening

Our ears are far more sensitive to midrange frequencies (2-5 kHz) than bass frequencies. Very low bass and especially percussive
bass is 'felt' rather than heard. Atlow sound levels bass frequencies appear to attenuate faster than midrange and treble. As the
levelincreases this bass roll-off decreases. Occasionally we may wish to listen to a normally loud piece of music ata low level but
with retention of the bass information.

Testing the System

The simplest way to test the systemis to play, at a moderate level, music with deep consistent bass. Switching the subwoofer on
and off should cause change of the depth of bass, and the ambience will also alter. If there is a significant change in bass volume,
or a noticeable step in the bass response, or an increase in colouration when the subwooferis playing, the setup needs to be
refined. By selecting different crossover and volume settings, you will be able readily to identify the mostfavourable combination.
